During the pandemic, the
homework remedial class was conducted via Zoom to help students solve
problems when they could not learn at school face to face.

2. Cross-curricular Learning
To enrich students’ life-long learning through authentic
experiences, our school develops cross-curricular
programmes to stimulate students to learn new knowledge 
 and life values, as well as apply generic skills, such as
collaboration, critical thinking, problem-solving skills and
creativity, in real contexts.

STEM Education
